1. Background
The Ministry of Energy and Water (MOEW), through Electricité du Liban (EDL) and the Litani
River Authority (LRA), is implementing the Lebanon Renewable Energy and System
Reinforcement Project (P180501), funded by the International Bank for Reconstruction and
Development (IBRD).
An IBRD loan in the amount of US$250 million was approved to enable cleaner, more reliable,
and efficient grid electricity services in Lebanon. This Project is the first in a Series of Projects

Demonstrate substantial experience in auditing donor-funded projects.

Ensure continuing professional education emphasizing auditing standards, work paper
techniques, and audit documentation.

Apply internationally accepted audit principles, whether conducted by private or
government auditors.

Maintain a system of quality control that provides reasonable assurance that audit
engagements comply with applicable professional and regulatory standards.
